You will be assigned a human system. Your group will have 3 days to research the system.  Your group will have 10-15 minutes to TEACH that system to the class. The day you present your system you must turn in ten good multiple choice questions on your system. Also, the day of your presentation, you must use and turn in a powerpoint presentation. All members of the group must participate in the presentation in some way, but participation doesn't have to be equal. You will be graded on how well you teach the system, appropriateness and effectiveness of your visual aids, the quality of your questions, how well you identify the important concepts to teach, and participation of the entire group. This will be a project grade. A test will be made out from the question pool provided by each section, and a test will be given the day following the completion of all projects, using those test questions.  Any plagiarism will result in a zero.
You presentation should focus on the following areas:

a. The function of the system as a whole.

b. The function of each individual organ.

c. Describe how this system interacts with the other systems.

d. Include common diseases or ailments that affect the organs or system.


Grades for the Body Project are based on the concepts covered (20 pts.), questions turned in(15 pts.), powerpoint presentation (15 pts.), group participation (10 pts.), and the presentation itself(40 pts.)
