Lab Report Format

Title (5 pts.)
I. Purpose (5 pts) – Answer one of the following questions:  Why did your teacher have you do this lab?  What are you supposed to learn in this lab?  Do not write the question and do not say “My teacher had us do the lab, because…”  The statement should read… “The purpose of this lab was to….”
II. Hypothesis (15 pts) – Write an “If, then, because” statement.  Make sure your hypothesis is testable.  Include ALL hypotheses written prior to the lab.
III. Materials (5 pts) – List all materials used in the lab.

IV. Procedure (5 pts) – Write a summary of what you did in the lab.  Include all parts of the lab if there were different sections.
V. Data (15 pts) – Recopy your RAW data (any data collected during lab) here.    

VI. Conclusion (40 pts) – Explain the results shown in your data table. (For example: The first trial took 60 seconds.  The second trial took 70 seconds.  The third trial took 65 seconds. Etc…) State whether each hypothesis was supported or not supported by the data and explain why.  Explain how the results of this lab apply to real life or can be used later in life.
VII. Attach any graphs produced after the lab was completed here.  (Points included in “Data” section.)
VIII. Attach raw data to formal lab report. (10 pts)
· All lab reports should be written in blue or black ink only.  

· Typed lab reports will not be accepted. 

· Your lab report should be at least the front and back of 1 page.
